female athlete, non-boxer and weightlifter to win an Olympic medal for the
Philippines.

WHEREAS, prior to winning the Olympic medal, she had won the
following in weightlifting competition: Bronze medal, 2007 Southeast Asian
Games; Silver medal, 2011 and 2013 Southeast Asian Games; Gold Medal,
2015 World Championships; Gold and Bronze Medal, 2015 and 2016 Asian
Championships, respectively.

WHEREAS, the Philippines’ 10t Olympic medal by Diaz gives us
nationwide honor and pride. Her win symbolizes the determination,
perseverance and strength of the Filipino. She has served her country well
thru her pursuance of sports becoming an inspiration to youth and an icon of
women empowerment.
