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RESOLUTION
DIRECTING THE SENATE COMMITTEES ON LABOR AND FINANCE, ^TO 
CONDUCT AN INQUIRY, IN AID OF LEGISLATION, ON THE UTILIZATION 
OF THE PHP 1.4 BILLION WORTH OF FUNDS IN THE 2018 GENERAL 
APPROPRIATIONS ACT^OR DISTRESSED OVERSEAS FILIPINO WORKERS 
(OFWS) WHO ARE SEEKING ASSISTANCE IN RETURNING TO THE 
COUNTRY, ON WHETHER THESE AMOUNTS WERE UTILIZED EFFECTIVELY 
AND REACHED THE INTENDED BENEFICIARIES, AND TO INCLUDE THESE 
INFORMATION IN  THE DELIBERATIONS IN THE NATIONAL EXPENDITURE 
PROGRAM {HEP) FOR FISCAL YEAR 2019

1 WHEREAS, Article VI, Section 1 of the 1987 Philippine Constitution provides

2 that the legislative power shall be vested in the Congress of the Philippines;

3 WHEREAS, Section 29 of the same Article further provides that "No money

4 shall be paid out of the Treasury except in pursuance of an appropriation made

5 by law" (emphasis supplied);

6 WHEREAS, the Constitutional provisions cited above makes it clear that the

7 power to enact appropriations measures is a correlative of the legislative power

8 vested in the Congress;

9 WHEREAS, such appropriations measures are based on the "budget of

10 expenditures and sources of financing" submitted by the President to Congress,

11 pursuant to Article VII, Section 22 of the 1987 Constitution;

12 WHEREAS, the Congress has the power and responsibility to scrutinize the

13 President's proposed budget before it is enacted into law;

14 WHEREAS, pursuant to the Constitutional provisions and principles identified

15 above, the President has submitted the National Expenditure Program for Fiscal Year

16 (FY) 2019, which is currently being scrutinized by both houses of Congress;
