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RESOLUTION

DIRECTING THE SENATE COMMITTEE ON PUBLIC SERVICES TO CONDUCT 

AN INQUIRY, IN  AID OF LEGISLATION, ON THE EXORBITANT PHP 1,800 

FEE TO BE COLLECTED BY PRIVATE MOTOR VEHICLE INSPECTION 

CENTERS (PMVICS) FOR THE PURPOSE OF ASSESSING THE 

ROADWORTHINESS OF PRIVATE VEHICLES, AND RECOMMENDING THAT 

SUCH FEES BE HELD IN ABEYANCE, SO AS NOT TO DOUBLE THE FEES AND 

CHARGES TO BE PAID BY MOTOR VEHICLE OWNERS

1 WHEREAS, Republic Act No. 4136, otherwise known as the "Land

2 Transportation and Traffic Code" mandates the Land Transportation Office (LTO) to

3 inspect and register motor vehicles;

4 WHEREAS, subsequently, Section 13, Paragraph E of Executive Order No.

5 125, s. 1987, as amended, empowers the LTO Office to "...establish and prescribe

6 the corresponding rules and regulation for the enforcement o f laws governing land

7 transportation, including the penalties for violation thereof, and for the deputation of

8 appropriate law enforcement agencies in pursuance thereof"

9 WHEREAS, in addition, the Department of Transportation (DOtr) issued

10 Department Order No. 2018-19, authorizing the LTO to issue the guidelines for the

11 authorization of Private Motor Vehicle Inspection Centers (PMVICS);

12 WHEREAS, pursuant to the above precepts, the LTO has issued Memorandum

13 Circular 2018-2518 titled "Guidelines for the Authorization of Private Motor Vehicle

14 Inspection Centers (PMVICs);
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
