and Schools Chess Championships Grand Finals Boys Under 9 Category, on 16 to 23 

September 2022 held at the Dapitan City Cultural Sports Complex, Zamboanga Del 

Norte;

WHEREAS, At the age of 8, Bince is dubbed as the next Eugene Torre, one 

of the Philippines' chess Grandmasters;

WHEREAS, Binee's masterful skills were discovered when he was just 6 years 

old after he won the National Age Chess Group Kiddie category, held at the Albay 

Astrodome, before the COVID-19 pandemic lockdown;

WHEREAS, According to the National Chess Federation of the Philippines 

(NCFP), Bince will be granted the status of National Master (NM) when he reaches 10 

years old;

WHEREAS, Bince, despite being young and impoverished, have shown 

determination, focus and dedication to mastery of chess, deserves commendation for 

bringing honor to our nation, and for inspiring fellow athletes to be the best in their 

respective field of sports;
