WHEREAS, the medal winners are Geraldine Baniqued, 
15, a junior high school student at St. Paul College-Pasig, who 
won a silver medal, Angeline Baniqued, 17, a senior high 
school student also at St. Paul College-Pasig, who won a 
bronze medal, and Stephanie Anne Oliveros, a graduate of the 
Philippine Science High School and now a freshman at the 
Ateneo de Manila University, who likewise won a bronze 
medal: 



WHEREAS, the six-member Philippine team competed 
with the best female math wizards from the different parts 
of China and the United States, which both fielded several 
teams, and Russia, Hong Kong and Macau; 

WmWAS, the competition was originally established as 
a regional competition for teams of female high school students 
from China and other eastern Asian countries (including 
Russia); 

WHEREAS, the  competition has  now expanded to 
countries Gom around the world including participants fiom 
the USA, Canada, South Africa and Australia; 

WHEREAS, our young students continue to  show that 
Filipinos can also be excellent in Math like their counterparts 
in other countries and that the three young Filipina winners 
have given honor, recognition and goodwill to our country:
