INSTITUTIONALIZING THE CONVERGENCE 
SUSTAINABLE RURAL DEVELOPMENT AND 
IMPLEMENTING MECHANISMS THEREFOR

STRATEGY FOR 
PROVIDING THE

Be enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the Philippines in 
Congress assembled.

CHAPTER I
INTRODUCTORY PROVISIONS

1 SECTION 1. Title. This Act shall be known as the “National Convergence

2 Initiative Act.”



1 t SEC. 2. D eclaration  of Policies an d  Objectives. I t is the poHcy of the

2 State to p¥dfin.6te agficultitfal developnient as a meane to ensure food security
3 and alleviate poverty especially among the rural folks. Towards this end, the
4 S ta te  shall develop and operationalize a common framework for equitable,,..

5 inclusive, and sustainable ru ral development through the convergence of the

6 resources of the principal rural development departments to maximize its

7 im pact.

8 The implementation of the National Convergence Strategy shall be guided
9 ^  the following prindples!

10 (a) The Department of Agriculture (DA)-Department of Agrarian Reform
11 (DAR)-Department of Environment and Natural Resources (DENR)-
12 D epartm ent of Interior and Local Government (DILG) . ..(DA-DAR-DENR-,.

13 DILG). National Convergence shall be treated as', an institutionalized
14 complementation strategy between. and among these four (4) rural
15 development departments. The Convergence shall work with other
16 ftational M e agencies, donsi' agencies, international and local nsn-
17 government organizations (NGOs), people’s organizations (POs) mentioned

18 in Section 6 hereof;
19 (b) The im plem entation of a national convergence strategy shall in  no way

20 alter and/or impair the respective mandates of the four (4) rural

21 development departments;
22 (c) The critical role of local government units (LGUs) as the integrating and
23 convefgiag force for sustainable rural development at the local level shall

24 be emphasized;

25 (d) 'The participatory approach shall be adopted in all phases of development:
26 from planning and budgeting, implementation, monitoring, and

27 evaluation;

28 (e) Complementation of resources and expertise of the concerned departments
29 and LGUs shall take primordial consideration in  the im plem entation of

30 the Coflveffence Lfiltiatlvei
31 (f) Convergence shall be mainstreamed in all programs, projects and
32 activities of the national government departments and concerned LGUs;
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1 (g) Instituting relevant measures for an enabling environment to encourage
investment by the private sector, cooperatives and other NGOs.
SEC. 3. Scope. This Act shall apply to all rural development areas 

primarily inhabited by the targeted beneficiaries - the marginalized farmers 
(both agrarian reform beneficiaries and non-agrarian reform beneficiaries) 
fisherfolks, upland dwellers, and indigenous people.

CHAPTER n  
DEFINITION

SEC. 4. D efinition of Terms. As used in this Act:

(a) Agrarian Reform Beneficiaries (ARBs) refer to landless . farmers- and 
regular farm workers, irrespective of tenurial arrangement, who were 
awarded lands as evidenced by an Emancipation Patent (EP) or a. 
Certificate of Land Ownership Award (CLOA) under Presidential Decree 
(PD) No. 27, Of the Republic Act (RA) No. 6657, as amended, otherwise 
known as the “Comprehensive Agrarian Reform Law of 1988.” ARBs also 
include the leaseholders to the landowners’ retained areas who represent 
the ARB group which are not awarded with lands but whose tenurial 
rights have been strengthened through the registration of leasehold 
contracts.

(b) Agricultural lands refer to lands devoted to or suitable for agricultural 
ac tM ^  and not classified by law as mineral, forest, residential, 
commercial or industrial land.

(c) Agro-based cluster refers to the concentration of producers, agribusiness
. _ . and institutions that are engaged in the same agricultural or agro­

industrial sub-sector, and inter-connect.
(d) Coastal areas refer to a band of dry land and the adjacent ocean space 

(water and submerged land) in which terrestrial processes and uses 
difectly affect oceanic pfocess and uses, and vice versa. For purposes of 
initiating and implementing the Convergence Initiative, it shall include 
foreshore land.

CHAPTER m  
PHYSICAL FRAMEWORK

SEC. 5. G uiding Framework. The convergence stra tegy .shall.adop t..the; 
watershed and ia tepa ted  eecsystem ffiaaag6ffieat.(IEM) and .intepated area. . . 
development (lAD) approaches as the mtervention framework in the convergence . 
areas. This is primarily because the “ridge, to reef convergence strategy is an 
environmentally sustainable approach to development since human 
interventions in the forest and upland areas would impact on the lowland areas, 
and this in turn would affect the coastal and marine areas. Selection of 
convergence zones shaU likewise take into consideration the SAFDZ provision of. 
Rfepublie Act Ne. 8436 etherwise knowfl as the “Apiculture and Fisheries -

Modernization Act (AFMA) of 199T’.

SEC. 6. C rite ria  for Selection o f Convergence Areas. The following 

criteria ahall guide the selection of convergence for the apo-enterprise cluster:
(a) Adequacy of ecosystem zones. - The convergence sites should cut across the . 

various ecosystems or should be a combination of two (2) or more 

eeosysteffls;
(b) Key production zones, aparian  reform communities (ARCs) and clusters 

with connectivity for increased productivity and income.- The convergence 
sites should be current key production areas or with potential to 
substantially expand and scale-up production. As such, the area may 
transform from mono-cropping to intepated, multi-cropping or high value
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1 farming syst6m. In terms of connectivity, tlie key production zone may be 

linked with suwemading areae few? allied industries «  eervices, e? fo¥ 

backward Linkages;
(c) Combination of sites across major poverty groups. - The convergence sites

must cover a significant number of small farmers, agricultural, workers 
including actual and potential ARBs, fisberfolk, indigenous people, and 

rural women and upland dwellers; . . .. .
(d) The convergence sites should involve LGUs and local chief executives ’• 

(LCEs) who are wiUifig to support the convergence initiative;
(e) The convergence sites should have active POs and/or NGOs that can be;;; 

tapped to support the convergence initiative. Presence of private, business, 
academic, and research institutions that are willing to partner: within, tfie
convergence framework shall be an advantage. • «'■ •

CHAPTER IV
NCI TECHNICAL WORKING GROUPS (TWGs) AND COMPONENTS

SEC. 7. Technical Working Groups of NCI. The implementation of the 
NCI fiPaP be done through Technical Working Groups in an ecosystem. The three 
(3) working groups are equally important and shall be mutually re-enforcing. 
They shah, ensure that the objectives of the NCI as a means of improving 
institutional efficiencies in the governance of sustainable rural development are 
achieved. Infiastructure development shall form part of the improvement of the 
ecosystem and shall sufficiently consider the impact of such development on

ecosystem services.
(a) The TWG on Coastal and Marine Resources Management shall address the 

issues and concerns pertaining to the use and management of coral reefs, 
sea grasses and algal beds, brackish wetland areas, mangroves and beach 
forests ecosystems.

Other 
government agencies, NGOs/ POs, the academe, private sector or businese

CHAPTER V

SEC. 9. NCI Executive Board. The NCI shall have an Executive Board 
hereinafter referred to as the Board which shall act as the pohcy making body of 
the NCI. The Board shall direct the implementation of the provisions of this Act.

The Board shall be composed of four (4) voting members:

(h) The Secretai^ of the DA as Chairperson;
(b) The Secretaries of the DENR, DAR and DILG as members ; and
(c) The Executive Director of the NCI Secretariat and as ex-officio member.. 

The Department Secretaries may appoint their respective permanent 
alternate representatives whose rank shall not be lower than 

Undersecretary.

SEC. 10. Powers and Functions. The NCI Executive Board shidl assume 

the following powers and functions;
